Catholic Dogma and Catholic Citations on: Baptism in Pure and Natural Water

Catholic Dogma, Baptism Section - Section IX, Dogma 2 > 
The materia remota of the Sacrament of Baptism is true and natural water. 

Catholic Dogma, Baptism Section - Section IX, Dogma 6 > 
Baptism by water (Baptismus fluminis) is, since the promulgation of the Gospel, necessary for all men without exception for salvation. 
On Baptism, from the Council of Trent, Seventh Session

CANON I.-If any one saith, that the baptism of John had the same force as the baptism of Christ; let him be anathema. 

CANON II.-If any one saith, that true and natural water is not of necessity for baptism, and, on that account, wrests, to some sort of metaphor, those words of our Lord Jesus Christ; Unless a man be born again of water and the Holy Ghost; let him be anathema.

CANON III.-If any one saith, that in the Roman church, which is the mother and mistress of all churches, there is not the true doctrine concerning the sacrament of baptism; let him be anathema. 

CANON IV.-If any one saith, that the baptism which is even given by heretics in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost, with the intention of doing what the Church doth, is not true baptism; let him be anathema. 

CANON V.-If any one saith, that baptism is free, that is, not necessary unto salvation; let him be anathema. 

CANON VI.-If any one saith, that one who has been baptized cannot, even if he would, lose grace, let him sin ever so much, unless he will not believe; let him be anathema. 

CANON VII.-If any one saith, that the baptized are, by baptism itself, made debtors but to faith alone, and not to the observance of the whole law of Christ; let him be anathema. 

CANON VIII.-If any one saith, that the baptized are freed from all the precepts, whether written or transmitted, of holy Church, in such wise that they are not bound to observe them, unless they have chosen of their own accord to submit themselves thereunto; let him be anathema. 

CANON IX.-If any one saith, that the resemblance of the baptism which they have received is so to be recalled unto men, as that they are to understand, that all vows made after baptism are void, in virtue of the promise already made in that baptism; as if, by those vows, they both derogated from that faith which they have professed, and from that baptism itself; let him be anathema. 

CANON X.-If any one saith, that by the sole remembrance and the faith of the baptism which has been received, all sins committed after baptism are either remitted, or made venial; let him be anathema. 

CANON XI.-If any one saith, that baptism, which was true and rightly conferred, is to be repeated, for him who has denied the faith of Christ amongst Infidels, when he is converted unto penitence; let him be anathema. 

CANON XII.-If any one saith, that no one is to be baptized save at that age at which Christ was baptized, or in the very article of death; let him be anathema. 

CANON XIII.-If any one saith, that little children, for that they have not actual faith, are not, after having received baptism, to be reckoned amongst the faithful; and that, for this cause, they are to be rebaptized when they have attained to years of discretion; or, that it is better that the baptism of such be omitted, than that, while not believing by their own act, they should be baptized in the faith alone of the Church; let him be anathema. 

CANON XIV.-If any one saith, that those who have been thus baptized when children, are, when they have grown up, to be asked whether they will ratify what their sponsors promised in their names when they were baptized; and that, in case they answer that they will not, they are to be left to their own will; and are not to be compelled meanwhile to a Christian life by any other penalty, save that they be excluded from the participation of the Eucharist, and of the other sacraments, until they repent; let him be anathema.

Pope St. Leo the Great, entered into the Solemn Magisterium of the Council of Chalcedon, 451 >

"For there are three who give testimony - Spirit and water and blood. And the three are one. In other words, the Spirit of Sanctification and the Blood of Redemption and the water of baptism. These three are one and remain indivisible. None of them is separable from its link with the others." 

Note: This dogmatic citation clearly places “baptism of desire” and “baptism of blood” in the category of heresy because ...
it states that The Spirit of Sanctification (Justification) is inseparable from water baptism (they are "one"). No one is justified without water baptism and so no one can enter Heaven without water baptism. The reference to Blood here is the Blood of the Passion which now gives power to the water in baptism to justify human souls, the Blood is inseparable from the water.

Pope Clement V, Council of Vienne, Decree 1, 1311-1312, Ex-Cathedra >

"All are faithfully to profess that there is one baptism which regenerates all those baptized in Christ, just as there is one God and one faith. We believe that when baptism is administered in water in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit ... " 

Note: Source of Dogma by Pope Clement V defining that one baptism must be faithfully professed by all, which is administered in water. This means that all Catholics must profess one baptism of water, not “three baptisms”: water, “blood” and “desire”. To confess "three baptisms", and not one, is to be in heresy against this source of Catholic Dogma.

"One is my dove, my perfect one ... which represents the one mystical body whose head is Christ, of Christ indeed, as God. And in this, 'one Lord, one faith, one baptism' (Eph. 4:5)."

"We confess one baptism for the remission of sins."

Pope Clement V, Council of Vienne, Decree # 30, 1311-1312, Ex-Cathedra > 

"Since however there is for both regulars and seculars, for superiors and subjects, for exempt and non-exempt, one universal Church, outside of which there is no salvation, for all of whom there is one Lord, one faith, and one baptism ..."

Pope Pius VI, Inscrutabile (# 8), Dec. 25, 1775 > 
"... We exhort and advise you to be all of one mind and in harmony as you strive for the same object, just as the Church has one faith, one baptism, and one Spirit."

Pope Leo XII, Ubi Primum (# 14), May 5, 1824 > 

"By it we are taught, and by divine faith we hold one Lord, one faith, one baptism, and that no other name under heaven is given to men except the name of Jesus Christ in which we must be saved. This is why we profess that there is no salvation outside the Church."

Pope Pius VIII, Traditi Humilitati (# 4), May 24, 1829 > 

"Against these experienced sophists the people must be taught that the profession of the Catholic faith is uniquely true, as the apostle proclaims: one Lord, one faith, one baptism (Eph. 4:5)."

Pope Leo XIII, Graves de communi re (# 8), Jan. 18, 1901 > 

"Hence the doctrine of the Apostle, who warns us that 'We are one body and spirit called to the one hope in our vocation; one Lord, one faith and one baptism ...' "

Council of Florence >
Holy Baptism holds the first place among all the Sacraments because, by it, we are made members of Christ and of His Body, the Church. And since death has come to all men through the first man, unless we are reborn of water and the Holy Ghost, we cannot enter into the kingdom of Heaven.

Unless a man be born again of water and the Holy Ghost, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God

St. Ambrose >
One is the Baptism which the Church administers, of water and the Holy Ghost, with which catechumens need to be baptized. Nor does the mystery of regeneration exist at all without water. Now, even the catechumen believes; but, unless he be baptized, he can not receive remission of his sins.
