
Catholic Decrees operating against Heretics, partial listing
Definition of Heretic: A Baptized person who denies even one article of the Catholic Faith

Heretics are to be classed with thieves and murderers. (Pope Innocent IV, died 1254)

The greatest evil existing today is heresy, an infernal rage which hurls countless souls into eternal damnation. (Bl. John Eudes,       died 1680)
If anyone holds to a single heresy, he is not a Catholic. (St. Augustine, died 430)

A man who is a heretic is subverted and sins, being condemned by his own judgment. (St. Titus 3:10-11,  St. Paul d.67)

If anyone does not with mind and lips reject and anathematize all abominable heretics together with their impious writings, even to the single least portion, let such a person be condemned. (Pope St. Martin I, died 655)

Heretics are Antichrists and adversaries of Christ. (VII Council of Carthage, 403 A.D.)

Therefore, we are right in censuring, anathematizing, abhorring, and abominating the perversity of heart shown by heretics. (St. Augustine, died 430)

Those who go off to heretics, and all who leave the Church for heresy, abandon the name of Christ. Those who call these men "Christians" are in grievous error, since they neither understand Scripture at all nor the faith which it contains. (St. Athanasius d. 373)
Heretics worship a God who is a liar, and a Christ who is a liar. (St. Augustine, died 430)

Whosoever and whatsoever he might be, he who is not in Christ's Church is no Christian! (St. Cyprian, died 258)
A manifest heretic is not a Christian, as is clearly taught by St. Cyprian, St. Athanasius, St. Augustine, St. Jerome, and others. (Venerable Robert Bellarmine, died 1621)

And, just as the Church cannot err in faith and morals; so, on the contrary, all other societies arrogating to themselves the name of "church" must necessarily be sunk in the most pernicious errors, both doctrinal and moral, because they are guided by the devil. (Catechism of Trent, Council of Trent 1545-1564)    (Caution: Publisher(s) of this Catechism inserted a heresy against water baptism)
Our Lord makes it perfectly clear that every assembly of heretics and schismatics belongs not to God, but to the unclean spirit. (St. Ambrose, died 397)

Whosoever has cut himself off from the Church of Rome has become an alien to Christianity (Pope St. Boniface I, died 422)

There is only one Christian faith, that is: Catholic. (St. Bridget of Sweden, died 1373)

And, just as the devil is not Christ, though he tricks people by the name, so likewise a man cannot be taken for a Christian unless he abides in the Gospel of Christ and in the true faith. (St. Cyprian, died 258)
If, after so many efforts, one falls into heresy and is cut off from the Church, what does an austere life avail him? Nothing! (St. John Chrysostom, died 407)
Do not work together with unbelievers, for what does justice have in common with injustice? (II Corinthians 6:14)

It is an illusion to seek the company of sinners on the pretence of reforming them, or of converting them; it is far   more to be feared that they will spread their poison to us. (St. Gregory Nazianzen, died 389)

Therefore, it is unlawful, and an act the punishment of which is death, to love to associate with unholy heretics. 
(St. Cyril of  Alexandria, died 444)

Saints Peter and Paul loathed heretics, and warned us to avoid them. (St. Cyprian, died 258)

These men are protestants; they are heretics! Have nothing to do with them! (Anthony Mary Claret, died 1870)

Predestinate souls, you who are of God, cut yourselves adrift from those who are damning themselves! 
(Bl. Louis Marie de Montfort, died 1716)

Such was the horror which the Apostles and their disciples had against holding even verbal communication with any corrupters of the truth! (St. Irenaeus of Lyons, died 202)
If any bishop or priest or deacon shall join in prayer with heretics, let him be suspended. 
(III Council of  Constantinople 680-681)

We let ourselves be overcome by human respect, and cease to show ourselves as true followers of Our Lord. (F. X. Cabrini d. 1917)
One must neither pray nor sing psalms with heretics, and whosoever shall communicate with those who are cut off from the communion of the Church, whether clergy or layman: let him be excommunicated. (Council of Carthage)
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
